WHAT IS HEPATITIS C?

Hepatitis C is a viral infection caused by the hepatitis C virus (HCV). This
virus attacks the liver, causing both acute and chronic illnesses.
The acute disease is mainly asymptomatic, but the chronic one may cause
cirrhosis (scarring of the liver), liver cancer, and liver failure.

* Use or have used needles for drugs.

* Had a blood transfusion or organ transplant before 1992.

* Were born to a parent with hepatitis C.

* Have been in prison or have a tattoo.

* Work in healthcare and were exposed to blood.
