WHEREAS, on February 23, 2026 the Governing Body of the Township of Verona
introduced Ordinance 2026-08 to repeal Articles XIX and XXI of Chapter 150 of the
Township Zoning Code in its entirety and to replace those Articles with revised Articles
XIX (Affordable Housing) and XXI (Development Fees); and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body referred the proposed ordinance to the Planning
Board pursuant to the provision of NJSA 40:55D-26 to determine whether the proposed
ordinance is consistent with the Master Plan; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Board determined at a meeting held on February 26,
2026 that there are no provisions within the proposed Ordinance that are inconsistent with
the Master Plan; and

WHEREAS, NJSA 40:55D-26 provides in part that the Planning Board may make
recommendations to the ordinance to the Governing Body that the Board deems
appropriate; and

WHEREAS, the Board recommends to the Governing Body that the Ordinance be
modified to:

. ensure that bedroom count numbers be rounded to the nearest whole number

. ensure that the Ordinance identifies the township's current banking
institution

. remove references to Accessory Dwelling Unit from Section 150-21.10
AT

. remove duplicate mentions of AC and utilities

. consolidate sections and remove duplicate language regarding units for sale
and for rent.

. ensure that very low-income unit requirements are rounded to the nearest

whole number.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IS RESOLVED, by the Planning Board of the Township
of Verona, Essex County, New Jersey, that the Planning Board does hereby authorize the
Board Secretary to advise the Governing Body of the Board’s determination that the
proposed ordinance is not inconsistent with the Master Plan; and to inform the Governing
Body of the recommendations contained herein;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this resolution
be provided to the Township Manager, Township Council and Township Clerk.
